The Race Course

The races will involve upstream and downstream paddling on the scenic North, South, and Thompson Rivers.  There will be deep water, shallows, sand banks, buoy turns, and eddies.  The level of difficulty and speed of the current will depend on water level.  As these rivers are mountain fed the levels can fluctuate necessitating course modifications close to race day.  

The race distance for each class on the attached Schedule of Events may change.  The racecourse has been described as technical, challenging, fun, and ‘ideal’ for a Nationals venue.

The portage is in Pioneer Park.  It is 150 metres long with easy approaches and a grass path.
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In the stock class the canoe will be a max. length of 17'6" (not less than 15.2% @ amidships of the total length @ 4" waterline (31.92" W @ 17'6" L). Some    17’6” Clipper Trippers will be available for loan.  

We encourage less experienced paddlers/novice racers to race in the stock class.  Join in the fun!

The Venue
Kamloops has many amenities for hosting this premier marathon race:  an excellent staging area at Pioneer Park and a technically challenging and scenic course on the confluence of the South Thompson and North Thompson Rivers, a good portaging area with superb viewing by spectators, and an almost guaranteed warm and sunny climate.  There is a campsite across the river from the start and many motels and hotels close by.
